HCC providing relief support to flood affected people in Kolhapur and Sangli

Flash flood due to torrential rains in Kolhapur and Sangli district of Maharashtra during last four days i.e. from 2nd September to 5th September 2011 has caused severe damage to lives, wealth, domestic animals and crops.  Many villages in these districts are badly affected. These villages are still submerged in flood water and all the communication to these villages have been disrupted.  Major roads and bridges have been badly damaged.  Many houses of villagers have completely collapsed, so far 20 dead bodies have been recovered and thousands of hectares of crop lands been washed away.  Three dams in the area (i.e. Radhanagari, Koina and Takari) are flowing above danger lines and 5 rivers (i.e. Panchaganga, Varna, Kusna, Vedganga and Devdeganga) are causing flash flood.  Members of the HCC congregations in Kurundwad & Sangli also have been badly affected.  

Hindustani Covenant Church with its available resources has initiated immediate relief work among the most flood affected people.  It is providing cooked food to identified women, children and old people in these villages. It is also providing clothes and medicines to the poor people who have lost their household goods and facing health problems.  The HCC humanitarian assistance team along with the local pastors and active church members of Kurundwad and Sangli are involved in providing relief to the affected people.
